CONTINUED BUSINESS CITY COUNCIL

CB 1 OHV Ordinance

City Attorney Lemieux reported that the ordinance before the council tonight contained only one change from the first reading regarding Section 4-2.505. Councilmember Edmiston received further clarification in regards to this section.  Councilmember Schafer and Lessenevitch discussed their concerns regarding Section 4-2.503 (d). Mr. Lemieux will amend accordingly. 

Public comment was received from event promoters present.

Mayor Evans requested that the council retreat into closed session to discuss a confidential letter that the council had received from the city attorney in regards to this item.

City Attorney Lemieux reported that in closed session the council discussed potential liability and potential litigation the city could face. No formal action was taken. 

Mayor Evans responded to public comment regarding the understanding that this ordinance was supposed to be completed in order to begin collecting a permit fee from off roaders. He explained that the reason the fees are not included in this ordinance is because fees will be enacted by resolution. Following the adoption of this ordinance staff will be bring back to council a fee schedule in the form of a resolution for their approval. 

Further comments were received by the public.

Mayor Evans responded to public concerns stating that this ordinance will never be perfect. The council does the best job it can in the best interest of the city and we make changes and correct changes as we go. To sit at a stalemate for another 12+ years doesn’t make much sense.

It was deemed that the minor changes to the ordinance tonight were innocuous.

City Manager Way reminded that the committee had met several times previously and the conclusion was that individuals using off road vehicles 

within this community should have to have some type of permit with an associated fee. Staff was directed by council to move in that direction. He also reiterated that the bulk of the ordinance before the council tonight is pre existing and has worked. He stated the main change is reflected in 4-2.506 (b) which is basically the mechanism to allow the city to begin charging off roaders the discussed new permit fee. He also stated the attorney has done what the council has asked for and has met the intent of what the committee outlined.

NEW BUSINESS CITY COUNCIL
NB 1 Solar Power Proposal

Acting City Manager/Police Chief Lunsford provided the background for this proposal. Clear Skies Group evaluated the Police Department’s facility electricity use and put together this proposal for a solar panel system to be placed on that facility’s roof. She recommends that the council take some time to go over the proposal, form their questions and have it brought back at the February 5th council meeting.

Councilmembers had several questions answered by the proponent of the proposal.

Public comments and questions were also taken.

Consensus of council to continue this item until next meeting.

NB 2 Police Department Vehicle Lease Program

Police Chief Lunsford provided the staff report on this item. She is requesting approval for a lease-purchase of 5 new vehicles to replace current patrol cars being used which are as old as 10 and 12 years.

Council questions were addressed. Mayor Pro Tem Lessenevitch inquired if staff had shopped around with other leasing companies. Ms. Lunsford explained that she did shop around for other quotes for the vehicles, but not for another lease program. He believes that the city should look at 2-3 competing proposals on terms, or at least proof that we checked other options for the best rate.

Consensus of council to continue this item until next meeting after staff has prepared a report showing rate quotes from other leasing programs, as well as cost break down of the different makes of vehicles looked at. Mayor Evans also asked that the particular line item being used in the budget be identified.

Public questions were also addressed.


NB 3 Lease renewal with GE Solutions

Ms. Lunsford gave the staff report and history on this item. She explained that the system currently in place at city facilities is no longer supported and the equipment itself has been discontinued. There are two options to consider for the upgrade to our current system.  One is a lease and the second a lease with a $1 buyout. Staff explained that the original 5 year lease program has come to an end. 

GSolutionz representative clarified that the significant change of the account, other than the lease terms and maintenance situation, is the platform itself. The City has the first generation of the equipment manufactured by Avaya. The current version is different in where it is upgradeable and offers more functionality. He further explained that the previous lease was considered a fair market lease, and the available buy-out option will be where the City owns that equipment at the end of the agreement.    

Many aspects of the proposal were discussed including the specifics of the maintenance and warranty.

Acting City Manager Lunsford recapped that our current monthly cost is $3,104. and would be $1,833. going with the $1 buy out option.

NB 4 Arts Commission request

City Manager Way reported that the Art Commission for California City has requested that the Community Center be designated as the California City Arts Center. He feels the commission is a very responsible organization and has proven their ability to contribute significantly to the cultural welfare of the city. Providing them with a permanent home would be a step forward for their organization. It is the intention of the commission to remain cooperative with the City’s Park & Rec department to provide for other activities that need to be held there. 

Council received clarification from staff on their questions and concerns regarding the status of the community center building itself.

NB 5 Completion of Sports Arena

Mr. Way reminded the council that several weeks ago the council met and staff reported that the conditions for construction of the sports arena had been met by the contractor. Staff recommended moving forward with bidding out the continued work that needs to be completed in order to make the building ready for occupancy. He reported that quotes were requested from six local contractors with two responding. 

Jay Sprague, Inc.        $82,832.56

Williams Construction  $98,000.00 

Staff is recommending that council award contract to Jay Sprague.

Available funding sources were confirmed. 

Council questions were addressed by staff. It was also verified that this scope of work is the minimum required for occupancy only. The question was brought forward as to why it wasn’t pursued to bid out the complete project at this time. Staff replied that their instructions were to get the building open as quickly as possible. This proposal is for the minimum for the main building to be operational and usable on a general purpose basis. The project which will completely finish the building will have to go back out to bid. 

Mayor Evans recapped that though it may not be perfect the staff has done what was asked of them and that the original contract will be handled.

NEW BUSINESS RDA  
NB 1 Hyundai Settlement Agreement

City Attorney Lemieux reported that several years ago the City / Agency entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Hyundai Corp. Under the MOU the City / Agency agreed to construct road and water improvements to the Hyundai test track. Also to share the cost of litigation that could arise challenging the redevelopment plan. The MOU also stated that the parities would contemplate into entering into a subsequent agreement to provide much more detail. Public hearings were held and the Agency and Hyundai entered into a second agreement called an Owner Participation Agreement which laid out a lot more detail how the test track would be built under he RDA laws. It also included additional obligations on behalf of the Agency to share tax increments. There was a successful challenge to the RDA Plan for the track. As a result of that some of the obligations, in legal counsel’s, City’s and Agency’s opinion, were no longer required to be preformed. Some obligations survive the invalidation, some did not. Discussions have been ongoing on how to resolve this with Hyundai. If these discussions fail there would be a lawsuit resulting in the City and or the Agency having to pay Hyundai some amount of money. Hyundai believes it can make a case for that amount of money. Counsel believes that regardless of whether or not Hyundai overstates how much the amount should be (they feel around $5 million) they are certainly entitled to something. After negotiating there has been some tentative agreements on the amount but we don’t have agreements on the details. 

Where we have arrived tonight is the understanding that counsel believes and is recommending the Agency authorize staff to issue a progress payment in the amount of $400,000. Even though the final agreement has not been reached, counsel believe that no matter what scenario, the Agency will owe at least that amount. He concluded that this would be a sign of good faith and would be very helpful in closing out negotiations. 
Mayor Evans summarized that what the RDA Board needs to do is authorize a $400,000. good faith payment in anticipation of settlement of this matter. He also added that the board would be authorizing pre-issue of this check.

NB 2 RSG Consultants - Senate Bill 211 Redevelopment Plan Amendment

Acting City Manager Lunsford explained that the ordinance before the City tonight is to amend the Redevelopment Plan to eliminate the time limits to incur debt. Senate Bill 211, codified in Section 33333.6(e) (4) of the Calif. Community Redevelopment Law was enacted in 2001. It provides that a redevelopment agency may eliminate its time limit to incur debt through the adoption of an ordinance, with no new limit on the agency’s ability to incur debt required. This applies to redevelopment areas adopted prior to 1994. 

The Redevelopment Plan for the Calif. City Redevelopment Project Area contains different time limits to incur debt for the Original Area, the 2nd Amendment Area and the 3rd Amendment Area.  The Original Area is the only one out of the three that was adopted prior to 1994 and the limit to incur debt is July 5, 2008. 

Mayor Evans added that one of the restrictions on extending the time limit is that we will not receive all of the increments like we presently do. We will have to share with other agencies. On the plus side the City of California City would be one of those agencies that would benefit.

CONTINUED BUSINESS CITY COUNCIL
CB 1 Solar Power Proposal

Jay Sprague explained that following the last time this proposal came before the council the proponents met with representatives of Southern California Edison. SCE offered to compile a report on this solar system proposal. After finding some discrepancies the proponents worked directly with SEC and came up with the reports being furnished tonight. 

City Manager Lunsford requested that this item be tabled until council is able to go over the proposal in detail. The proposal was only just received today. 

Council had concerns with how this project was being brought to the council, who did the specifications and if there is a need to go out to formal bid if the project is warranted.  

The consensus of the council to bring this item back at a later meeting. Instructions were given to staff to do the necessary due diligence and set up a meeting with the proponents so that council can get educated on this matter.

NEW BUSINESS COUNCIL

NB 1 Off-Road Vehicle Legislation

Mayor Evans reported that the City had recently updated its municipal code in regards to off-road vehicles. The council expressed concerns and has written legislation that needs to be forwarded to our Assemblymen and State Senators.

City Attorney Lemieux commented that some unfinished items were left after the completion of the ordinance amending the code due to lack of legal authority. Staff has gone back into the Vehicle Code and has found some opportunities to add a provision to the Vehicle Code to permit the City of Calif. City to issue permits to allow off-road vehicle to use City streets.  He recommends that we take it up to our state assemblymen or state senator, give them the privilege of sponsoring it as a narrow piece of legislation. They in turn will do the leg work of finding out if this has a chance of passing. 

Mayor Evans explained that the effort behind this was to help solidify, at the state level, what we are trying to get accomplished here in California City. 

Council questions and concerns were addressed regarding the use of the terminology referring to temporally closing streets. Mr. Lemieux offered to change the verb age.  Mayor Evans further explained that the city is not trying to change anything that we have already done. The sticker system is already worked out for the permits and things are proceeding. The council is now trying to add a provision to the vehicle code that gives the city the extra benefit of protection under state law. Council will wait for staff to get back to them.

NB 2 Second Unit Housing Ordinance

Per discussion with attorney, staff will be bringing this item back at a 

future date after further discussion at the staff level.
