Changes to the Master Fee Schedule are done throughout the year and then formally updated through a Master Fee Resolution.  Tonight we are updating the change in fare schedule for the Dial-A-Ride local adult fare to a $1.70 one way and Senior/Handicap/Child fare to a $1.00.  This change has been in place over the past year to offset operational costs and justify TDA grants which are based on total fare box count.


 Also included is the reduction for a Fire Department Burn Permit from $20 dollars to $5 dollars.  This is due to the excessive weed growth within the city.  Residents will be encouraged to take advantage of this reduced cost to burn excess weeds on their property.   

CC 6. Adopt “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF CALIFORNIA CITY DEDICATING THE MARINA PAVILION IN HONOR OF NATHAN K. MENDELSOHN”


The Marina Pavilion is the only remaining structure in the city with the original California City Development Company signature design in place.  The facility will be registered with the City and State as a Historical site to honor the City founder’s achievement.

CC 7. Adopt “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CALIFORNIA CITY NAMING THE BORAX BILL STATION -EDUCATION / INFORMATION AND VISITOR’S CENTER”

Borax Bill is currently operated and maintained as our command center by our Public Safety staff.  In the Public Safety arena, permanent command post centers are referred to as “Stations”. This standard protocol is used for both Police and Fire. Additional opportunities in obtaining grants and other funding options occur when reference is made to the “Station” functioning as an Education/Information and Visitor Center. The renaming Borax Bill Park to Borax Bill Station- Education/Information and Visitor Center will support future grant opportunities in the areas of public safety, education, and tourism,

CC 8. Approve Fire Recovery Services Agreement

The City has used EF Recovery for Fire Department expenses expended on non resident motor vehicle accidents and other services.  The agreement with EF Recovery has been terminated for such activity and has opted to utilize Fire Recovery Services, a nationally recognized Fire Collection service, due to their historical success in the recovery field.  Fees for service are based on actual recoveries which are 17% on the dollar recovered for the first 6 months and 20% thereafter if successful recoveries are over 65%.  Failure to maintain the 65% recovery rate would revert the fee back to 17% and would be reviewed every 6 months for changes.

CC 9. Approve Airport Hangar Reassignments


Charlie Sprout, Lessee, is requesting that hangar land leases for CC 4, 13, and 14 be reassigned from his name to that of his daughter, Rose M. Coen.  Ms. Coen has been maintaining the facilities for her father to include billing and payments.  Terms and conditions for each of these hangar land leases will remain the same as per the contract.
