The City has used EF Recovery for Fire Department expenses expended on non resident motor vehicle accidents and other services.  The agreement with EF Recovery has been terminated for such activity and has opted to utilize Fire Recovery USA, a nationally recognized Fire Collection service, due to their historical success in the recovery field.  Fees for service are based on actual recoveries which are 17% on the dollar recovered for the first 6 months and 20% thereafter if successful recoveries are over 65%.  Failure to maintain the 65% recovery rate would revert the fee back to 17% and would be reviewed every 6 months for changes.
