PUBLIC HEARING

Aspen Mall Landscaping and Lighting District

Mayor Evans declared the Public Hearing open.

Property owners have not come together to show interest in this matter. Staff also agreed that the landscaping of the mall has suffered greatly due to lack of funding.

City Attorney Lemieux explained that until the property owners authorize a higher assessment the only choices are to do a lower level of work, which is already happening, or cut it off completely. As it stands right now there will not be an assessment for the upcoming year, and no approval to spend down the fund balance. 

NEW BUSINESS / CITY COUNCIL

NB 1. Wonder Acres Waterline Project

Public Works Director Bevins reported that in previous fiscal years the need to extend the 8” waterline down Wonder Ave. North to the NE Corner of Section 22 and then East to 15th Street to provide culinary and fire service for commercial development was recognized and partially funded. The City previously purchased fire hydrants and pipe for that project. Cost proposal of approximately $21,590. was gone over in regards to materials / documents and reports needed to complete the project.
