CONTINUED BUSINESS 1:

CDBG Project for fiscal year 08/09

Public Works Mike Bevins reminded the council that several different proposals were discussed at their previous meeting. At that time Councilmember Schafer requested the use of these funds for curb, cutter and sidewalks along California City Blvd. Another request was made to combine CDBG funds with other grant monies as a participation payment for modifications to Balsitis Park. Staff has taken these requests to CDBG staff and their response was less than favorable due to some minor issues. 

Staff recommends that city property located (referred to as green spaces) within the Lakeview Mobile Home Park should be considered for a project with these funds. These green spaces are in fact a barren hill which allows drainage to come down and impact various properties. A water diversion project had been considered for this area at one time and has been re-looked at and modified.
